Jim Robison:  Welcome everyone. Our presentation tonight is Round 3B Fish & Shellfish Tissue Collection by Jim McKenna and Bob.

Jim McKenna: Next Report will include chemistry and details.

Jim Anderson:  Source Control Update--

Where we see the contaminants?

1. OSM is about to start construction on stormwater treatment system. 

2. ARCO-BP—will restart their source control effort July 1. The Source Control effort will include excavation of contaminated bank soil, beach sands, and near shore sediment. 

3. DEQ selected a Source Control measure for the GASCO site, which includes construction of a vertical barrier wall and extraction wells. We anticipate construction in early 2009. 

Round 3B Fish & Shellfish Tissue Collection

Jim McKenna:

· Remedial Investigation is due out in January or 2009

· We now know where the chemical compounds; now we need to examine the risk they pose.

· Then the Feasibility Study is about how the EPA decides to do the actual clean-up.

· If we wait for February, the FS may be complete at the same time and then EPA & LWG could present the RI and FS together.

The analysis will include: 

1. Physical river systems—river flow, scour in bottom. 

2. Chemical system—water, sediments, beach, effluents,--see page 3 of handout.

3. Biological system

Then, all of the data must be integrated. Crucial is the cultural resources—native fishing, sport fishing, and swimming, 

LWG collected data from RM 1 to Ross Island and some as far as Willamette Falls.

Page 4 includes water samples, core samples, and fish tissue.

Data set includes all test samples. 

LWG identified fish to samples to be representative; also selected the sensitive fish as well as each species diet –whether fish fed near sediment, or ate other fish, or were migratory. This round includes the omissions of fish that were not covered before. 

They included test subjuvenile salmonids.

Human Health—has to be a connection between sediment and fish.

Jan Secunda:  Will you examine the effects of the sediment upon the reproduction of fish and aquatic life?

Chips statement—Yes it will also examine the affect of contaminants upon fish reproduction and cycles.

LWG did do amphibian surveys. Looked at foodweb not foodchain.  Saw salamander.

It was not feasible to examine all species amphibians, snakes, lizards etc.

Fish are grouped in sections so the total volume will maintain validity.  

They used food web models to analyze human and ecological risk assessment.

Risk assessment will be out in January. It is all of the data crunched of what is important and what is not.

LWG trying to identify the chemical loads in those affected areas.

Location of where the fish were caught so it reflected the COI’s in a particular area.

Fish feed on different food so that will affect how much of a COI’s they will contain.

Clams were hard to find and difficult to catch. 

The analysis must look at sediment, water column, etc to determine the chemical contained in the various areas.

Chip:  We will refine clean up goals as they move closer to the FS completion. 

Jim Robison. We will be informed ahead of time so we can give feedback to the final draft? Are there any numbers on the data chart on p 5 that jump out at you as setting off an alarm?

Jim McKenna:  We analyze how many fish die off under certain circumstances like putting a bunch of sculpin in a tank of sediment from T4 and compare to the sculpin in a tank with clean sediment.

Barbara Smith:  A lot of these analyses are found in the Round 2 CD.

Jim McKenna:  Drew a fish and said part of the contamination will come from upstream, some will come from stormwater and a section will be from Portland Harbor sediment. They will look at the part that is PH sediment.

Barbara Smith announced:

LWG is changing leaders.  Jim McKenna withdrawing. Bob will be chair. Jim McKenna still part of the board but not a co-chair. 

Jim Robison: Travis Williams called and apologized for not attending. He is still in charge of TAG grant. Travis will come with two candidates for the PHCAG’s technical. 

Rachel Wray:  The Port has nearly completed a stormwater report. It will be available in July.

Robin:  We thank Jim McKenna for all his contribution as co-chair.
