Jim Robison: I would like to present Sally and Arianne of the Portland Planning Commission and the will speak to us about the River Plan. 

Sally and Arianne—Summary handed out.

Arianne: This is part of the City of Portland Greenway Plan. This year and currently we are working on the North Reach. 

In 2001, a River Renaissance Vision was established.  Recited RR Missions.

· Assure a clean and healthy river for fish, wildlife and people.

· Maintain and enhance a prosperous working harbor.

· Enhance the river as Portland’s Front Yard.

· Create vibrant waterfront districts and neighborhoods. 

· Promote partnership, leadership, and education

The Plan includes Neighborhood plans, trail planning but the major guidance document is the River Concept.

OBJECTIVES: 

· Serves citizens

· Serves river-related business

· Standardize completion of contaminated sites.

· Set up designs to guide and inspire.

· Create tools to implement this.

Arianne---

She discusses the original plan for trails along the river. Those trail plans remained the same with a few changes.

One of the main goals:  

· Trail established should be safe.

·  Business is a priority. Any land where river-related industry resides, it has priority over the trail. 

· River industry reviewed on overlay.

·  Should it remain where designated?

· Should it be changed?

· The industrial keystone Group decided to retain river related industry should remain. 

· That most of the area near the river should remain zoned industrial. 

· Recommended: No net loss of river industrial land. So if any lost, it should be replaced with other river adjacent land.

· With that recommendation, the Planning Commission decided in the 10-year plan to add to the industrial land.  

Analyzed water, transp, sewer.

Harbor unique—has railway. Sites cannot be replicated anywhere else. Area has over committed rail system. Lacks useable industrial lands.  How can the problems with brownfields be overcome? There is a blue ribbon committee to strategize to improve brownfields. 

Jim Robison: 

Matt: I do not think that “caps” are necessarily compatible with reuse of land.

Chip: The EPA’s plan is to clean up to accommodate for what the future use will be.

JAN: Why should we pay for a redevelopment that is going to repeat the history of contamination?

Jackie: The plan is to pursue a watchdog course to monitor the type of industry that is established along the river and not allow any type of industry.

Pat Wagner:  We, in this area, have experienced negligence by industry as in the railroad that sprayed and made adults and children very ill. So if we appear skeptical, please understand.

Sally:  if any business comes and buys property and sets up business may do so.

Matt DEQ:  For the most part, the Superfund is to mitigate contaminants that are sixty years old.
